Meeting Minutes

Meeting was called to order by Gail at 9:47 a.m.
Public Comment:  No public comments
Introduction:  Everyone introduced themselves.  Danise Doudna is a new member from Milwaukee.  Danise works at MAXIMUS, Inc.

Review of previous minutes: Reviewed May 8 meeting minutes with minor changes.  Meeting minutes will be approved at the next meeting—there was no quorum.  
Website updates: no update

CLAS Standards presentation at SCAODA updates:  Evelyn Cruz is scheduled to present CLAS Standard at the next SCAODA meeting on September 11.  It was recommended that committee members attend the September meeting and request SCAODA to consider putting the CLAS Standard in future DMHSAS Request for Proposals. 

Invite public health staff who are currently implementing CLAS Standards in public health to future Diversity Committee meetings to update committee members.  CLAS Standards discussion also included the question of “How can we promote CLAS Standards at DMHSAS?”  Suggestions included asking if Evelyn can present CLAS Standards at variety of opportunities such as:  

· Conduct a workshop at the annual MH/SA Conference, Crisis Conference and Prevention Training 

· Tribal agency meetings such as Family Service Director Meeting, Tribal State Collaboration for Positive Change, and ICW

· Coordinated Services Team (CST) Director’s meeting

· Community Comprehensive Services Regional meeting

· Area Administrator meeting

· Department of Health Service Brown Bag Lunch

DMHSAS Updates:  Lou Oppors retired the end of June.  DMHSAS is working on its FY2016-2017 Combined Behavioral Health Assessment and Plan for the Community Mental Health Services Block Grant and Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant to the federal.  
MH/SA conference:  The workshop form and presentation format of the Diversity Committee workshop scheduled for the upcoming annual MH/SA Conference were discussed.  Some changes were made in the form while committee members will finalize the presentation format at the August meeting.  See the attached format form for more information.
DMHSAS Data Report – Mike Quirke
Deaf and Hard of Hearing will be added to DMHSAS data system starting January 1, 2016.  A suggestion was also made to add deaf and blind later as this is a different population.  

Mike shared that the more specific questions asked of him, the better he can produce the report for the Committee.  Please offer additional suggestions for him as he prepares the November report.  Mike walked through the data report he produced.  Some highlights include:

The 2014 data is available now.  This data represents 1/3 of anyone treated in Wisconsin.  The other 2/3 are Medicaid and commercial.  
Question to Mike—does data include incarceration data?  The answer is no!  
A 15% dropped from state program was the result of the 2014 federal mandate of Affordable Care Act (ACA) program.  ACA became a resource that many people utilized, which local county staff spent time to outreach and help people enrolled in the federal program.  

Youth is not served well within the system.  It is a statewide issue.  Racine County is not serving many people of colors.  23% includes all services, not just state services.   A question was raised that the trend of women drinking does not seem to be reflected in the data.  Answer: the OWI population is still male dominated.  In mental health area, is there a bias on gender where the rate of women is higher because women tend to be more emotional?  This is a gap as we are serving female at 29 percent instead of 1/3.  
The Committee would like to learn more about youth services and request that Lucas Moore be invited to present at future Diversity committee meeting.  Staff will work on it.
Mental health data includes Medicaid clients.  In the Community Comprehensive Services (CCS) program, 99% are on Medicaid.  

For the November report, a request was made for Mike to add:

· # served by ethnicity within the bar graph

· a comparison of total population  
· # served for all populations by ethnicity
Data Grid:  Mai Zong walked through the Data Grid created for members to use in gathering their feedbacks when they read data reports.  The goal is for members to write down his/her comments and send to Mai Zong so she can compile all comments together.  This will help the Committee in its data discussion.  Please send your comments to Mai Zong as you finished a report.
Diversity Annual Report (2014) to SCAODA:  The Committee reviewed the draft chart to include additional activities.  A revised chart will be completed and submit to SCAODA.

Diversity Annual Goal (2015):  The Committee reviewed its 2014 goals and agreed to keep all goals in 2014 for as 2015 goals.  

Others:

Status of Letter to SCAODA:  There are remaining concerns about the electronic system to review and check off required activities at DSPS.  The Committee needs to follow up with Tina regarding the status of the letter to SCAODA and what is the next step.  

Next Diversity meeting:   The next Diversity meeting will be October 16.  The Committee discussed whether or not to change the meeting date to October 21 as most members will be at the annual MH/SA Conference on October 21.  Staff will take a poll of all members to see who can come if the Diversity meeting is moved to October 21 at the Kalahari Resorts.
