MINUTES

Present: Norman Briggs, Roger Frings, Lucas Moore, Tamara Feest, Alan Frank, Kris Moelter and Andrea Jacobson (staff).

Welcome, Introductions and Review of Minutes – Mr. Briggs called the meeting to order at 10:08 a.m.  

Mr. Frings made a motion to approve the May meeting minutes; Ms. Feest seconded. No one opposed and Mr. Briggs abstained.  Motion approved conditional upon a few minor edits.  


Public Comment – None

Budget/Legislative updates – 
Mr. Frings provided a brief update on budget proposals.  He noted that the greatest financial increase would have been related to a chiropractic change which was vetoed.  The bill addressing reimbursement for treatment portions of residential treatment did pass.  It provides the ability to bill for outpatient treatment services but not for room and board.  Budget was from 7/1/15 through 6/30/17 and time was built into the legislation to allow for the implementation (developing billing and policy development).  Uncertain when official start date will be but assumed to be in 2016.  Per Mr. Briggs SAMHSA recommended providing room and board but would need to apply for a waiver.  
Per Ms. Moelter there is a pending law suit regarding drug testing requirements for the Food Stamp program.
The Impaired Driver Pre-Trail grant oversight was moved to DHS without the funding attached.  DHS is now reviewing this and exploring to what extent the programs can be funded.  Also, added a new safe ride Surcharge of roughly $50.00.    

Ad-hoc Workforce Development Committee Update
The original committee members are drafting additional report material.  Andrea will send email to Duncan and Bernestine that we are eager and excited to see the workforce report.  

Brief Discussion of Committee membership and recruitment plans:  
Mr. Briggs has been in contact with DSPS in regards to adding a representative from their agency.  

Mr. Frings has met with a treatment provider from a methadone clinic but the person is uncertain about the time commitment.  

Andrea will share with Roger the name and contact information for a regional director of methadone programs.  

Mr. Briggs reached out to the Great Lakes Intertribal website and hasn’t received a response.  Andrea will provide Mr. Frings with information for Gail N. and Darwin at DHS.  

Plan to seek representatives who are at a level of representing multiple agencies vs. a specific treatment agency.  Mr. Moore will ask about the WRAP group and who all they represent.  


Work Plan Summary and Review 
Goal 1- Change the language to “refer to treatment” in first box.  
Update per Mr. Briggs on the advisory council for DCF.  These meetings vigorously discuss issues but do not offer an open forum for recommendations.  Mr. Briggs is seeking to be added to the agenda in early 2016.  Mr. Briggs reminded the group of the data showing that WI has a higher population of parents abusing alcohol and questions about why this does not seem to be identified in the data from CYF.  WI doesn’t have any current universal screening for substance abuse by parents.   Ms. Feest wonders about other avenues for piloting an AODA tool, for instance using a DHS program such as CST.  Would need to consider a program in which the parents are also identified clients.  Mr Briggs will be seeking feedback and discussion at a later date.  

Review of Motions
	Addictionologist
· Expectation is that Ex-officio member to SCAODA – addictionologist
· Make clear that the appointment is to SCAODA not ITC.  
· Mr. Briggs and Mr. Frings will complete the draft of the motion.  
Nicotine Resolution
Discussion regarding the proposal;
· Unclear what the demand for treatment of nicotine as a sole disorder would be.  
· If certain areas have a demand without appropriate utilization review of level of care it could be quite burdensome financially to a County.    
· Per Mr. Frank – interested in philosophically moving this motion forward with the knowledge that a fiscal analysis would need to be completed by DHS when and if SCAODA passes the motion.  
· DHS could decide to move this forward or the legislature could request that this occur and both of these require a fiscal report including a comparative analysis with nearby states, financial impact on MA, County Human Services Departments.  
· Per Mr. Frank, based on data previously provided by Mr. Macmaster, it appears the need is there for treatment for sole nicotine use disorders, and the lack of it being brought up by individuals to county HSD’s may be that it hasn’t been a resource due to administrative rule exclusion.  The cost to cover this need is unknown and there would be a cost associated with the analysis of the proposal.  
Based on the review of the draft Ms. Feest asked to re-open the motion for a re-vote due to a preference to have the financial information in advance.  She has not seen a demand for this service, and there is a significant staff undertaking to make the financial determination.  She would like to determine the true need prior to passing this vote.  Ms. Cross Schotten seconded a motion to reconsider the passing of the motion, based on a concern of limited funding and where funding should be prioritized.  Per a vote:  Mr. Frings, Mr. Briggs, Ms. Cross Schotten and Ms. Feest approved the delay in moving the motion forward and bringing back for reconsideration.  Mr. Frank opposed.  
The motion is to bring back up for further discussion in the October meeting when the author of the original motion is present.  Request to review previous motion that was not passed.

Section and Committee Updates
Children, Youth and Family – Per Mr. Moore – they are planning to review by-laws.  He has gathered 10 individuals who are interested and 8 will be attending next week’s meeting.  They will be providing Skype access to encourage long-distance participation.  Per Mr. Briggs per a recent teleconference, he found that there are at least three agencies providing residential services to teens.  It will be helpful to learn more about what resources are available for teens throughout the state.  
Per Ms. Feest, there may be challenges in gathering data about adolescent services.  ITC committee would like to know the volume, usage of evidence-based practices, training levels, adolescent specific groups, social skills, etc… Mr. Moore is aware of a past survey which apparently did not have a large response rate.  Plan to bring up the survey to discuss with the committee to determine what will be measured and what data is hoped to be gathered.   Years ago, DHS provided a resource book of adolescent services however it didn’t really identify the agencies that specialized in adolescent services.  SAMHSA has a treatment locator that identifies which agencies offer a track for adolescents.  
Women’s and Children – Mr. Briggs highlighted the importance of provision of cultural competency training for treatment providers.  The Office of Minority Health has offered cultural competency that ARC staff have attended.  ARC has also lined up experts from the Latino culture to provide training and Native American training is scheduled.  
Heroin/Opiate Update –
DMHSAS obtained a new SAMHSA grant which will be targeting expansion of Medication Assisted Treatment services to Sauk, Columbia and Richland counties.  
In addition, a new methadone program was opened in Fond Du Lac (Premier Care).  
WINTIP – Not present – so no update.

Review motions:  Nicotine motion, addictionologist, 

Update on residential treatment billing.  Questions regarding bed restrictions, IMD exclusion and billing.  

Per Lori – availability of treatment programs within the county jail.  Norm will be attending the criminal justice coordinating meeting this week and may invite a representative to come to a future meeting to discuss treatment services in the jail setting.
