MINUTES

Welcome, Introductions and Review of Minutes – Mr. Briggs called the meeting to order at 10:08 a.m.  

Mr. Frings made a motion to approve the August meeting minutes; Mr. Macmaster seconded. No one opposed and Mr. Briggs abstained.  Motion approved.  

Public Comment – None
Review of Full SCAODA meeting – 
New leadership:  Duncan Shrout is the new Chairman and Scott Stokes is Vice Chairman.  
Budget/Legislative Update – 
Proposals/bills –     
· DHS to create a premium system for persons regarding health care exchanges
· For DPI to set a policy re: electronic smoking devices on school property
· AB 72 – powdered Alcohol
· AB192 drug testing for work programs
· AB 241 relates to the liquor tax and at which point and to which parties the taxes will be collected
· AB 244 – recreational use of marijuana
· AB288 –  Cannabidiol regulation 
· AB 246 – eliminates penalty for marijuana if less than 25 grams
· Senate 271 – reporting by methadone programs, pain clinics and PDMP 
Mr. Macmaster highlighted that it would be helpful to receive tracking about SCAODA motions to determine their successfulness especially as related to potential bills, budgetary changes and/or administrative rule revisions.  
Regarding Senate 271:  Mr. Briggs would like this committee to review this proposal and consider a recommendation to SCAODA.  The bill includes requiring the methadone clinics reporting annually the person’s receiving treatment, the staff ratios, the numbers obtaining co-occurring mental health, plan for tapering off individuals, average miles traveling to receive treatment and the number of take-homes.  A hearing is occurring today regarding this bill.  Mr. Macmaster proposed that this committee recommend a fast track SCAODA response to support this bill.  Mr. Dakai seconded this motion, and Mr. Frings approved – Mr. Briggs abstained.   The motion passes and Mr. Frings and Mr. Briggs will draft a letter to SCAODA.  
Recruitment Update – 
Roger is contacting a possible additional Tribal representative.  Mr. Briggs will contact an expert with methadone clinics.  
Mr. Macmaster shared with the committee the advancement of the WI Peer Specialist co-occurring specialist credentialing.  Mr. Macmaster originally thought about recommending a Recovery Committee at SCAODA and with further reflection he recommends recruitment of persons in the peer community as members of ITC. 
Mr. Dakai made a recommendation for a community recovery advocate and person with expertise in services to veterans.  Mr. Dakai will make an outreach call.  
Ad-hoc Workforce Development Committee Update
The original committee members are continuing to drafting additional report material and will plan to provide a draft for review in November.  
Review of SCAODA by-laws and change to the SCAODA Statute
Reviewed the proposed change and identified that the language is confusing.  To clarify the intention of the language Mr. Briggs would suggest the following revision to the language:  
“Representative from a private for profit or not for profit agency located in each of the DHS area administration geographic regions.”   
Mr. Briggs brought up the benefit of representatives from all areas of the state as there are regional issues, methamphetamine being an example.  With the meetings being on webcast is helps allow greater attendance from throughout the state.  
Wondered about who determines which agencies in the regions are approached for additional members.  It appears that without further language this would be appointed by the Governor through the traditional application for appointments office.  The committee did not feel that revisions were needed for appointment procedures.  
Some conversation regarding the benefit of representation from agencies providing different levels of care – however this would complicate the appointment process and the committee did not feel this needs to be included in the statute.  
Mr. Macmaster made a motion for ITC to forward to the executive committee a motion to recommend the language changes to the proposal for clarity purposes.  Mr. Dakai seconded and the motion was passed with Mr. Frings and Mr. Briggs supporting the motion.  
Plan for Mr. Briggs and Mr. Frings to bring the language recommendation to the SCAODA four chairs meeting in November.  
Review of Motions
	Addictionologist
· Non-voting member which can be voted into action by SCAODA without a change to the SCAODA statutes.  
· Expectation is that this person would be an Ex-officio member to SCAODA 
· Make clear that the appointment is to SCAODA not ITC.  
· Mr. Brigg and Mr. Fring will complete the draft of the motion.  
Nicotine Resolution
Update:  Mr. Macmaster sent a letter explaining his request on behalf of WINTIP that the exclusionary language be removed from DHS 75.  

Presentation by Mr. Macmaster in which he shared the support he received from Dr. Lee with ASAM/Change Companies regarding providing primary nicotine cessation.  He also has case histories for individuals who presented with nicotine as the sole substance of choice and the level of care determinations based on ASAM.  The examples were from ASAM and showed scenarios of those needing a higher level of care (as tobacco use when not appropriate, medical complications as a result of use, level of loss of control and severity of illness).  None of the individuals in these scenarios were able to access the higher level of care that they needed, due to language in state laws which did not allow for higher levels of care.  

Mr. Macmaster also reviewed the history of treatment services and how historically treatment for alcohol was separated from other substances.  As the field evolved, we found that integration was more effective.  At this time, tobacco integration would be more effective and the administrative rules are preventing this forward movement.  He would like this to go before SCAODA to see how the full committee would respond to this proposal to provide greater access to services for nicotine as a sole substance use disorder.  
Mr. Briggs, noted that Ms. Feest is not present today and Mr. Frank requested that he be present for the re-vote.  Since there is time prior to the full SCAODA meeting a decision was made to bring this motion back up for further discussion in the November meeting when additional members are present.  
Section and Committee Updates
Children, Youth and Family – no update
Women’s and Children – Reviewed cultural diversity training which is occurring in the state.  Data is showing an increasing occurrence of neo-natal abstinence syndrome associated with  increasing Opioid addiction.  SAMHSA performed a site visit in Wisconsin and visited ARC to learn about women’s specific services provision.  
Heroin/Opiate Update –  Ms. Jacobson provided a brief update on the new Opiate Treatment programs created through the HOPE legislation and through a SAMHSA Medication Assisted treatment grant.  A new methadone clinic has opened in Oshkosh.   The DOJ released a new “Dose of reality” ad campaign which offers prescription drug abuse prevention materials.  In addition, DMHSAS is providing a Medication Assisted Treatment training for prescribers and the Department of Justice is having an Opioid summit meeting.  
WINTIP – Per Mr. Macmaster they will finish the on-line interactive training for tobacco cessation (Donna Reimer has been working on this through DHS).  This should be released early next year and can help train clinicians and managers.    Mr. Macmaster is also part of a National Advocacy committee which is looking to advise ways to move forward tobacco cessation.  They will be releasing “A time to lead – a case for tobacco integration in addiction” in the near future.    

WinTip has also identified six legislators providing bi-partisan support for nicotine legislation for integrated tobacco cessation in addiction treatment.  

Future agenda items:  

Pre Mr. Briggs – would like to discuss the need for an easy to obtain treatment directory which would help individuals finding a Suboxone provider in addition to other treatment services.  

Mr. Frings made a motion to adjourn, seconded from Mr. Macmaster, no oppositions or abstentions and the meeting was concluded early at 12:28 pm.
