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PLANNING AND FUNDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

August 7, 2015

Call to Order – Joyce O’Donnell the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m. 
Review of July 16, 2015, meeting minutes – Duncan Shrout moved (Sally Tess second) to approve the meeting minutes. Motion passed with one abstention (Norman Briggs).     
Public comment – None.

Funding ad hoc committee – Todd Campbell updated the committee on the progress of the committee. The final report will be presented to the Planning and Funding Committee and then presented to SCAODA at the December meeting. The committee discussed possible changes/additions to the report, including prefacing the unmet needs section with information on how the information was obtained and stating that the counties voluntarily provide the information and not all counties provide it. Another item to add is to talk about how much money has been lost for prevention. DPI has lost over $10 million in the last five years for AODA prevention in schools. Steve Fernan will send information on why the money has decreased. 

One of the goals of the report is to motivate SCAODA’s citizen representatives to take the information and discuss it with their legislators. SCAODA’s committees can take the information and decide how to develop to it to help them meet their goals and objectives. 

Annual report – Committee members reviewed the 2014-15 workplan and discussed progress on the strategies.  The report will be amended to add a line that SBIRT is being implemented and trainings are happening in schools through the Wisconsin Safe and Healthy School Centers (WISH). Mr. Shrout moved (Sally Tess second) to approve the report with the change. The motion passed unanimously. 
Budget/legislation update - Wisconsin has filed a lawsuit to allow it to implement the drug testing programs for recipients of certain public benefits. There is no new information on this other than the lawsuit being filed.
Committee and agency reports – Ms. O’Donnell reported that the Executive Committee met to talk about changing the SCAODA statute to add more citizen members. It will be on the September SCAODA meeting agenda. 
Mr. Fernan reported that the 2015 Youth Risk Behavior Survey will not result in weighted data, so the most recent data will be from 2013. They will try to get weighted data in 2017. Schools opted out of the survey because they are feeling over burdened with survey and data requests. This is the first time since 1995 there has not been weighted data. The same thing happened with the 2014 Youth Tobacco Survey. The WISH Center is conducting trainings for SBIRT, school-based mental health services, PREPARE training for safety response plans, and drug trends. In June DPI completed a grant competition and awarded 43 projects for 64 school districts over the next two years—some are regional projects. Most of the funds are for professional development so staff can participate in initiatives around drug trends and mental health. 
Report on women’s services – Mr. Briggs reported there is a major initiative that started a month ago from a meeting of all women’s services treatment providers. The six grantees were charged with making improvements in cultural competence in programs. ARC is beginning to do this and is providing training for staff and they have a year-long plan to improve what they are doing.
