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PLANNING AND FUNDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

July 16, 2015

Call to Order – Joyce O’Donnell the meeting to order at 9:31 a.m. 
Review of May 7, 2015 meeting minutes – Duncan Shrout moved (Todd Campbell second) to approve the meeting minutes. The motion passed unanimously.    
Public comment – None.

Alcohol issues discussion – Maureen Busalacchi attended the meeting to talk with the committee about how to use a local, community-based approach to addressing alcohol issues. She recently worked with the League of Wisconsin Municipalities to start developing a plan for addressing alcohol issues. The Wisconsin Counties Association eventually will need to be involved in creating a plan. The goal is to build grassroots support to address alcohol issues and be able to form a lasting, statewide coalition. The committee will continue the discussion on how SCAODA can help with the initiative at the October meeting.  
Funding ad hoc committee – Mr. Campbell distributed a draft report for discussion. The committee needs to clarify some data and will add a section on unmet needs. A revised report will be discussed at the next Planning and Funding Committee meeting with the goal being to present at the December SCAODA meeting. 
Budget/legislation update – Kris Moelter updated the committee on the status of the state budget and other legislative items. The pre-trial intoxicated driver program is now under the Department of Health Services instead of the Department of Transportation. No funding was allocated for the program, so DHS is looking at how to continue to fund the program. Wisconsin has filed a lawsuit asking the courts to allow Wisconsin to implement a drug testing program for FoodShare recipients. The proposed pilot program for opioid-addicted prisoners was approved but the Department of Corrections will need to submit a plan to the Joint Finance Committee by the end of the year for approval before the program can be implemented.  
Annual report – Committee members reviewed the 2014-15 workplan and discussed progress on the strategies. Ms. Moelter will draft the report and the committee will review it at the August meeting.  
June SCAODA meeting update – Ms. O’Donnell talked about the June SCAODA meeting. SCAODA supported legislation to provide Medicaid reimbursement for the treatment portion of residential substance use disorder treatment; to support a ban on the sale of powdered alcohol; and to support the transfer of the pre-trial intoxicated driver program from the Department of Transportation to the Department of Health Services with adequate funding. SCAODA also opposed the drug testing provisions of the budget as written and supported making changes to the proposals to make them more evidence-based and treatment focused.  
Committee and agency reports – Ms. Moelter reported that the Marijuana ad hoc Committee plans to present its report at the December SCAODA meeting. Irene Secora reported that they have launched a new media campaign through a grant that works with high school students. It will run in the Marcus Theaters in Waukesha County and they have posters as well. They also passed the Sober Server ordinance. Mr. Shrout reported that the Substance Use Disorder Workforce ad hoc Committee is drafting its report. The goal is to send the report to the Intervention and Treatment Committee in October and presented to SCAODA in December. 
Report on women’s services – No report.
Substance Abuse Block Grant application – Ms. Moelter reviewed the proposed priorities for the 2016-17 Substance Abuse Block Grant application. The public hearing was held on July 15. DHS will meet with the tribes on August 5 to receive additional input. The application is due on September 1, 2015.
Agenda items for next meeting – 1. Next steps for the development of a coalition to address alcohol issues (for October meeting); 2. Funding ad hoc report; 3. Finalize annual report; 4. Update on drug testing legislation and implications for SCAODA; 5. Advice to DHS on substance abuse section chief position
