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PLANNING AND FUNDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

May 7, 2015

Call to Order – Joyce O’Donnell the meeting to order at 9 a.m. 
Review of March 26, 2015 meeting minutes – Todd Campbell moved (Duncan Shrout second) to approve the meeting minutes. The motion passed unanimously.  
Update from March SCAODA meeting – Kris Moelter reported on the March SCAODA meeting. Most of the meeting was spent discussing the governor’s proposed budget. The matter was referred to the Executive Committee, which sent a letter to the legislature and governor supporting the expansion of Medicaid and opposing drug testing for certain recipients of public benefits. The committee talked about drug testing. Other states have not seen a cost savings. There is no research in Wisconsin about the fiscal impact or effectiveness of drug testing. The committee also discussed the proposal to move the Intoxicated Driver Program from DOT to DHS. The proposal moves program administration to DHS but does not provide funding to administer the program. 
SCAODA has opposed drug testing, so committee discussed how to suggest implementation if drug testing becomes law.

Mr. Campbell made the following motion: (Mr. Shrout second)

MOTION: Screening and drug testing for applicants for the public benefit programs listed in the governor’s proposed budget should be implemented as a pilot program in a limited number of counties and in such a way that evaluates quality of life outcomes for participants, such as employability and control of the use of substances for individuals in various programs. Individuals who test positive must be further evaluated and have ready access to services to improve employability and control of the use of substances.
The motion passed unanimously.

Funding ad hoc committee – Mr. Campbell reported that the committee has been reviewing needs data and funding source data. The committee is beginning to set out a path—here is the problem, here is the cost to the citizens of Wisconsin, here is what is happening, here are the gaps and what the recommendations might be. The committee is meeting following this Planning and Funding Committee meeting. 
Committee and agency reports – Emanuel Scarbrough reported on the marijuana ad hoc committee. The committee is discussing whether it should recommend decriminalization, legalization, or leave the existing law as is. The committee is relying on data to drive its recommendations, addressing prevention, legality, treatment, and medicinal marijuana. Mr. Shrout suggested the committee inform Drs. Treffert and Michael Miller about its work. 
Mr. Shrout reported that the ITC substance use disorder workforce ad hoc committee has finished its work. ITC is examining the recommendations. There are five recommendations. The most controversial is that DSPS should allow all current certified counselors not be held to additional educational requirements. Other recommendations include hiring a part-time person to help people get their certification and expanding the advisory group to guide the certification process. 
He also reported on the Milwaukee County Mental Health Board. The board is currently looking at inpatient psychiatric services provision by providers other than Milwaukee County.
Report on women’s services – No report.
Needs assessment discussion – The committee reviewed the draft 2015 needs assessment. After discussion the committee decided the priorities should be (in no particular order) 

· Addressing youth and adult binge drinking

· Addressing access to alcohol

· Implementing SBIRT

· Improving quality of care and outcomes

· Addressing prescription drug abuse

· Addressing intravenous drug use issues

DHS staff will consolidate the recommendations from all the committees and present that information at the June SCAODA meeting so the full council can discuss them and make final recommendations to DHS.
