Welcome and Introductions: Scott Stokes welcomed everyone and asked for introductions from the Members and Staff. 
Public Comment: No public comment.
Approve Minutes from April 16, 2015 Meeting

Scott asked the Members review meeting minutes from April 16, 2015. Motion to approve the meeting minutes was made by Kari Lerch, seconded by Ronda Kopelke, meeting minutes were approved. 

Marijuana Ad-hoc Committee

Paul Krupski updated the Committee on the progress of the Marijuana Ad-hoc Committee (MAC). The goal is to have a rough draft presented to the Prevention Committee at the October meeting. At that time, the draft will be shared, discussed and a voted on for approval to present at the SCAODA meeting in December. 

Chris Wardlow, Chair of the MAC is excited to have the report completed and has appreciated the engaging dialogue among Members. There has been a great amount of information presented and it has been a learning experience. The report is going to be different from any other report done by SCAODA. Emanuel Scarbrough hopes that the MAC can put their political and social ideas aside and look at what we can do to help the people in the prevention field, laypeople and politicians understand marijuana. The Committee asked if the MAC is addressing synthetic marijuana. Synthetic marijuana is referenced in the report but it isn’t a focus of the report. The report is based on research. The Committee had a brief discussion about legalization of marijuana. The MAC report will provide recommendations that call for “more research, in order to gain more understanding of the impacts” for this topic. 
PFS II/PFS 2015 Update
The Wisconsin Department of Health Services has received notice of grant award for the Partnership for Success (PFS) 2015 grant which will begin Sept. 30, 2015. This is a five year grant that will be similar to the Partnership for Success II (PFS II) grant. The State has requested a one year, no-cost extension for the PFS II, so there will be some overlap between the two grants in FFY 2016.
The PFS 2015 will have a different funding structure. The Alliance for Wisconsin Youth (AWY) Regional Prevention Centers (RPC) will be responsible for serving the “high need” counties within their regions. The AWY RPC will be providing and sharing resources, campaigns and technical assistance for greatest impact within their regions. The Great Lakes Inter-tribal Council (GLTIC) also applied and was awarded a PFS 2015 grant. They will be serving four Tribes (Lac du Flambeau, Bad River, Menominee and Lac Court Oreilles). Together, the State and GLTIC will be meeting to discuss how to best serve the state and tribes with this funding. 
Annual Work Plan 

Members reviewed the handout titled “SCAODA work plan”. The Committee is to fill in progress towards meeting the identified goals. 
· Goal 1: Promote trauma-informed care within substance use disorder systems
· Prevention training had a session.

· Presentation at the full SCAODA meeting.  
· ACE Master Trainer list that Judie H. could provide as a resource. 

· One-time surplus from the Wisconsin Department of Children and Families (DFC) to expand the trauma project statewide. 

· Milwaukee United Way is looking at the high risk schools and would like to work with them to be ‘trauma informed’. They are thinking of targeting one grade level and evaluate the response to make sure the students, families and whole neighborhood are receiving benefits. 

· The Milwaukee Behavioral Health Division is planning to expand their drug courts and incorporate trauma informed care because they have seen more success when they address trauma during this time. 
· They have also provided trauma informed care training to all of their contract providers. 
· The Northern and Western RPCs of AWY are providing this training as a menu project. 
· The Wisconsin After School Network may also be a good place for the professionals to learn about trauma informed care. 
· Goal 2: Inform credentialing rules related to professional prevention specialist certification
· Presentation at the Prevention Training. 
· Progress has been slow in this area, but attempts have been made;

· Concerns were shared with the credentialing body by providing documentation of questions and concerns from the field. 
· A Representative from the Wisconsin Department of Safety and Professional Services (DSPS) was asked to present at the Prevention Committee meeting in April, but had to cancel. 

· The Committee will review the list of Board Members who oversee the Prevention Specialist certification in October and decide whether to make a motion to SCAODA about potentially increasing that membership to include more prevention professionals. 
· Goal 3: Explore convening a study group to research how to integrate AODA prevention and public health policies in the workplace 
· Presentation at the training session. 
· Jane Birkholz has been a member on the MAC as a great resource. 
· The Wisconsin Association of Local Health Departments and Boards (WAHLDAB) aren’t specifically focused on workplace issues but maybe a group to engage with in workforce development issues. Julia Sherman has been working with WAHLDAB on the Community Health Improvement Plans (CHIP) and can provide updates on how WAHLDAB and the Prevention Committee can work together.
· Goal 4: Create an ad hoc committee to study policies related to marijuana 

· The MAC was formed in Oct. 2014, has been meeting regularly and will present a draft report to the Prevention Committee in October, 2016. 
Prevention Training 2015 Debrief
The 2015 State Prevention Training, held in June, 2015, received immediate positive feedback. UW Stevens Point provided all logistics for the training and there were 325 people in attendance this year. The planning staff will be taking into consideration comments from the training evaluation for inclusion in the next conference to be held in 2017 as well as sharing them with AWY RPC for regional training topics in 2016. 
Christy Niemuth is the State’s representative to the National Prevention Network (NPN). The NPN holds an annual conference in a different state each year. Christy would like to explore bringing the conference to Wisconsin in 2017, and requested feedback from the Committee on pro’s and con’s regarding substituting this national prevention conference for the state conference.   

· Conference registration would be more expensive for the NPN than for a State-sponsored conference. 

· Host states and surrounding states typically have high attendance rates at the NPN conference. 

· Planning- people from Wisconsin would have the opportunity to help plan the conference in conjunction with NPN leadership and the University of Nevada, Reno. 

· The NPN would be held in Aug/Sept as opposed to June when the state conference is typically held. 

· Opportunity for local coalition members and prevention professionals to hear from national speakers on a scale they may not otherwise be able to hear from. 

· The NPN has around 1,000 attendees, so would most likely be held in Milwaukee. 

· Members of the Prevention Committee who work in Milwaukee could speak with Fred Risser and his Office in order to get ideas on how to make it happen. 

· The Prevention Committee would like to see some fundraising done in order to provide more scholarships for attendance, since the registration cost would be higher than a state conference.  

· Perhaps, DFC coalitions could write attendance into their budgets. 
Public Forum Discussion

Scott Stokes hosted a Public Forum at the Prevention Training. The notes from the forum were shared with Committee Members. There was not a lot input, but there was a good turnout. 

· Prescription take back, feedback to be more permanent 

Membership
The Committee by-laws include an attendance requirement; “Committee members are expected to attend all meetings of the committee. Attendance means presence in the room for more than half the meeting. Any committee member who has two unexcused absences within a twelve month period will be contacted to determine whether they will continue to serve.” In October, the Committee will review membership in order to identify members who have not been attending and possible replacements to assure the best representation from across the state. Discussion will also include what constitutes an “unexcused absence,” whether teleconferencing is a viable option, and whether the current schedule of meeting on the third Thursday each quarter beginning in January is still the best time for members. This may be a topic that is also brought up at the Executive Meeting. The following changes/additions have been made to membership this year:
